Submission of abstracts (by April 1, 2011)
The topic of your presentation, as well as of the abstract for presentation, should correspond to the subject of the Conference and, notably, to a topic of one of the round-tables. The total time for your oral presentation is limited to 10-15 minutes.  
Submitted abstracts imply consent of their authors for their publication on the Conference’s website and in the Conference proceedings. Only abstracts of those who are reporting at the Conference will be published. 
The abstracts should not exceed a typed page A4, including figures and references - Times New Roman 12 pt, 1 line spacing, justified alignment, page margins 25 mm on all 4 sides, on Word.

The file name should contain the author’s name, for example, Ivanov.doc. 

Title of abstract – Font TIMES NEW ROMAN, 12 PT, CAPITAL LETTERS, BOLD, CENTERED ALIGNMENT.

The title of abstract should be followed by list of authors – authors’ names, starting from the presenting author underlined (initials+surname). There should be no more than three co-authors. 
The next line must contain full affiliation, address, and e-mail of the authors. 
Figure captions: Times New Roman, 11 Pt, Italic: Fig. 1. Title
Tables: Times New Roman, 12 Pt, Italic: Table 1. Title
The Organizing Committee will reject the abstracts that do not meet the above requirements. 
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
