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WOMEN’S ROLE
IN WATER RESOURCES MANAGEMENT AND USE IN RURAL AREA

The change of socio-political conditions in Central Asia states after USSR collapse affected directly
rural women. Nowadays woman as a household tutelary faces with the problem of her family sur-
vival under free market conditions, uncertain social well-being and men unemployment. The solu-
tion of vital and daily problems fell on her shoulders and forced her to deal with new issues and
overstep the domestic life. While men adapt with difficulty to new conditions women have to deal
with the issues that were men’s prerogative before.

At the Sovet time, and even now in collective farms, women were used to working in the field. In
many years she knew how to cultivate the land, when and how irrigate it. Having such experience
and accustoming to exhausting trouble now woman assumed without fear responsibility for farm
management, she is managing irrigation in the field, she is participating in water allocation, she is



finding technical equipments for land cultivation. She is doing this not because anybody invited her,
but because life forced her to do it.

It is not a secret that land apportion for establishing a farm is complicated by different organiza-
tional problems with administration, banks and other agencies. It turned out that lobbying these
structures is not a simple task and rural men often lost heart because of lack of legal knowledge.
Curiously enough but woman behave in a different way in this situation. If woman feels that she is
unaware of something, she demands explanation and showing a appropriate law, she doesn’t feel
embarrassed, that often happens with men, to go to higher instance and solve her problems and
needs, if these issues was not resolved at the local level.

For instance, within IWRM-Ferghana project a workshop was conducted among Kuvin rayon (dis-
trict) farmers. There were 150 farmers including 15 women farmers. Only women answered the
questions and only women took interest in farming production and water allocation issues and the
possibilities of their solution. Funnily enough men didn’t show such initiative and not because they
knew everything or had no problem, most likely the presence in the meeting the district authority
pressed on them. Unfortunately it is a general tendency nowadays. If men hesitated to express their
opinions, otherwise women spoke freely and what is more criticized the heads attending at the
meeting. Woman forces to get negligent decision makers moving forward and think about farmers’
problems.

May be indeed women can solve not only private, but also broader range of problems, because no
man lifts his hand against woman, nobody can bride her and send out of the room.

During irrigation it is necessary to be on duty near the outlets the clock round. Sometimes it may
come to blows. For avoiding this women go to the outlets and see to water allocation order.

This is just an exterior view. However this is an obvious thing and mentality of Central Asian rural
women. How many things we should not still know and we have to work at the following, for in-
stance:

- how many daily problems woman has
- what does she think about
- what is her future, may we consider her as depressed by husband and that she should only do
housekeeping
- whether woman submit to pollution of water that she uses for cooking, washing and irrigat-
ing
- what will we have if woman bring to the forefront and use her energy to resolve our com-
mon problems in the country, including equitable water allocation
It may be assumed that it will happen, whether we like it or not, and it is very important not stand
aside and engage in this matter.

At first it is necessary:

- carry out monitoring the participation and roles of women in water sector not separating it
from other rural problems, because all issues in Central Asia especially in rural area link to
water

- learn rural and urban women’s mentality, education level and employment

- find out what she thinks about current conditions of water use and allocation and what she
can offer

- learn the gaps in women’s knowledge of economic and legal regulations

- learn women’s activity in water, economic and political issues

- what kind of help is necessary women from the government

- what kind of consultations is necessary from specialists.
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
