A PROCLAMATION.

Whereas a Couventiou betweeu the United States of America apnd
the Uvited States of Mesico, touching the bonndary live between the
two countries, wassigned by ibeir respective Plenipotentiaries at Wash-
ington, on the twelfth day of November, oue thonsaod eight hnndred
aud eighty-four, the origival of which Couvention is word for word as

follows:

Convention between the Uuited

Whereas, in virtue of the 5th
article of the Treatly of Guadalupe
Hidalgo between the United States
of Aunerica and the United States
of Mexivo, concluded Febiuary 2,
1845, aud of the first article of that
of Decenber 30, 18353, certain parts
of the dividing line between the
two countries follow the middle of

Who, after exhibiting tbeir re.

ArrIiCLE L

The dividing line shall forever
be that described iu the aforesaid
Treaty and follow the ceutre of the
normal channel of the rivers vamed,
noswitbstanding auy alterations in
the bauks or in the courseof those
rivers, provided that such altera-
tions beeffected DLy natural canses
tbrough the glow and gradual ero-
ston aud deposit of alluviuw and
not by the abandonwent of an ex-
isting river bed and the opeuning of
a new one. )
